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Lenten Reflections
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ent is traditionally a time

for reflection, confession,
and repentance as we follow Je-
sus from Nazareth to Jerusalem.
Or looked at from Jesus’ point of
view: from the manger to bap-
tism to the cross, and ultimately
the empty tomb.

Lent gives us time to ask hard
questions about our lives as indi-
viduals, but even more impor-
tantly about our lives as brothers
and sisters in Christ. It reminds
us to be the son or daughter with
whom God is well-pleased. To
be a community of faith worthy
of the Master whose grace makes
our life together possible.

That’s why it seems so appropri-
ate that 20 to 25 CLC members
will be gathering in the midst of
Lent, on Saturday, March 13, to
reflect on that communal rela-
tionship of this body of Christ
and how we praise God and
serve our neighbors.

Put another way, we will be ask-
ing: “How do we, as God’s peo-
ple, relate to God? And how do
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we live with and among the civic
and faith communities in which
God has placed us? How do we
praise, glorify and serve?”

In a real sense, this meeting will

have the shape of Lenten reflec-

tion, confession and repentance.

Perhaps not always in the sense

of identifying the ways we have

sinned against God but in the
sense of “what we have done and
left undone.” Specifically, in
several different areas we’ll ask:

e How have we fulfilled our
vision and mission state-
ments and what has that
meant?

e How have we fallen short
and why?

e What are our priorities for
ministry and mission in light
of God’s will and our experi-
ence?

e How can we empower the
people of Christ Lutheran to
properly understand and be-
come the priesthood of all
believers?

Priorities and Promises
This meeting grew out of the
work of the Strategic Planning
Task Team over many months
beginning in 2009. And it is the
beginning of what we hope will
become a regular part of life at
CLC, just as Lent is a regular
and necessary part of the Chris-
tian life.

The Strategic Planning Team un-
der Ken Iverson’s leadership has
been grounded in Scripture and
prayer. Every meeting invited
the Holy Spirit to be part of this
process.

And it is indeed that same spirit
that calls, leads, enlightens and
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sanctifies the work we do as the
body of Christ

What this means is that what
takes place on March 13 is not
simply setting priorities or creat-
ing a strategic template for CLC
based on our sense of the needs
of the congregation. No, it is first
and foremost a turning around, a
repentance (which means turning
around) to look to the promises
of God as revealed in his Word.

Turning to the Lord means he
will be our roadmap, our
strength, and our destination in
the coming months and years. In
so doing we glorify him, and
serve our neighbor.

Won'’t you join me in praying for
the strategic planning on March
13? Pray that the Spirit will
move and shake us in ways that
celebrate our faithfulness even as
we confess our failures and faith-
lessness, trusting in God’s love.
Pray for the guidance of the
Spirit for the team as they reflect
on our past and chart our future —
all by the grace of God. Pray for
this congregation as we strive to
implement the results of the stra-
tegic planning meeting.
